When we first found out I had cancer, a friend gave me a book entitled When
God and Cancer MeétVhen I was actually able to focus and read it, one
chapter at a time, it dealt with more questions than I knew I had, and it
addressed many issues I was struggling with during the first roller-coaster
months of accepting the diagnosis.

At first, when I was coming to terms with the situation and reality of
upcoming chemotherapy treatments, I found immense comfort in Philippians
4:7 which just jumped right out of the book at me:

OAnNd the peace of God which transcends all understanding will guard your hearts

and your minds in Christ Jesus.O

I remember feeling surprised that I did have peace in the midst of the struggle
to understand how this happened, but the peace came from knowing that
God was in control.

After settling into the chemotherapy treatment routine, I began wondering
and worrying about what would lie ahead in the upcoming year. The verse
that then caught my attention was, Philippians 4:6:

ODo not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and petition with

thanksgiving, present your request to God. And the peace of GodEO

When finished with the chemotherapy treatments, we really felt like
celebrating, and I found I could step back to Philippians 4:4 and 5:

ORejoice in the Lord always. | will say it again, Rejoice!O Let your gentleness be

evident to all. The Lord is near.O
Now that radiation treatments are finished as well, we are really rejoicing!

These verses have carried me through the process, together with the loving
support of family, church-family, friends, co-workers, neighbors and many,
many more—in other words the Body of Christ as described in

Philippians 4:1.

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Pastor’s Message: Giving Thanks for the Little Things

ere we are, entering yet again another
HThanksgiVing and Christmas season. (You

can join me in asking, “Where has the time
gone?”) As we get into Thanksgiving, we know, as

we’ve heard throughout our whole lives, that this is
a time to give thanks to God.

And yet, I also know how difficult giving thanks can
be. Between the mundane busyness of everyday
living and larger-than-life miracles we see and hear
about, giving thanks for the everyday, little things
can get lost in the shuffle. We know—at least in
principle—that there’s so much to thank God for, but
where do we begin?

In thinking about praising God and giving thanks,
Psalm 104 came to mind. The psalm is too long for us
to print in this space, but I urge you to stop what
you're doing, find a Bible, and read it now.

Do you notice what the psalmist praises God for? It’s
the everyday, little things. The psalmist finds the
Lord’s hand in things like springs and ravines, grass
growing for the cattle, well-watered trees where
birds make their nests, the passing of the seasons,
roaring lions, fish and ships in the sea, and people
getting up to work. I find it incredible that these
everyday things we would normally take for granted
are the very things the psalmist lifts up as wondrous
works of God! Why is that? It’s because the Lord has
made it all, and it is good.

Toward the end, the psalmist concludes, “I will sing
to the Lord all my life; I will sing praises to God as
long as I live. May my meditation be pleasing to him,
as I rejoice in the Lord” (Psalm 104:33-34). The
psalmist can passionately praise and sing to God
throughout a lifetime because God truly is there in

the midst of all that he lovingly makes. We only need
the eyes to look around at everything that surrounds
us to see the handprint of God in order to get in on
this kind of lifetime praise of the Lord.

Now, I've got a challenge for you. With open eyes
and a heart looking to praise and thank God, look
around at the everyday good things. Stop, and praise
God for them. And then, I invite you to share about
them during the “God Sightings” time of our
worship. Wouldn't it be glorious if one Sunday we
had so many God Sightings to share that they would
take up the entire worship service? (Hey, at least you
wouldn’t have me preaching one Sunday!)

Praising God and giving thanks is a frame of mind
and heart that carries us through the year, right on
into Thanksgiving, too. And who knows... maybe,
just maybe, in the little things, you’ll find the glory
and power of God in a way you never have before!

On Thanksgiving morning, November 22, First UMC
will host the third annual 5K Turkey Trot Run/Walk
to benefit Laurel Advocacy and Referral Services,
Inc. (LARS). Our 2005 and 2006 events were very
successful. Last year’s event had more than 250
registered participants and numerous corporate
sponsors, resulting in a contribution of $6,376 to
LARS. We know we can do even better this year, but
we need your help to reach our goal of $9,000.

We invite you to join us in this fun event not only to
provide financial support for LARS, but also to build
awareness about the meaningful work LARS does in
Greater Laurel. Each year, LARS serves about 1,000
individuals and families in crisis. It provides
financial stipends to prevent evictions and utility
stoppages, runs the largest food pantry in the region,
and provides shelter and support for ten homeless
women and their children for up to 24 months,
among other essential community services.

In late 2008, LARS also anticipates implementing a
new permanent housing program supported by
HUD. This program will remove seven chronically
homeless persons from the streets of Laurel and into
housing where they will receive intensive support
from LARS staff.

As we can tell from the change in the weather,
Winter Haven is just around the corner. First UMC
will host the men's Winter Haven from December

For those of you who may be new to Laurel, Winter
Haven is a revolving shelter for homeless men and
women in the Laurel area during the winter months.
It is a cooperative effort among the faith-based
community, the Winter Haven Board of Directors,
and Laurel Advocacy and Referral Services (LARS)
to provide shelter for homeless men and women
during the winter months.

Local congregations participate by each hosting the
shelter for one week, providing shelter, food, some
clothing, and other needs of the men and women, as
well as the opportunity for spiritual counsel. The
Winter Haven Board of Directors provides
continuity from year to year and church to church,
and serves as liaison to LARS, which provides initial
screening for the men and women to ascertain their
needs and suitability for the program. The shelters
will open in December and run through the end of
March 2008. First UMC is a charter member of the
program, and this will be our 18th year of
involvement.

Winter Haven provides an opportunity for all of us
to become the hands and feet of Christ to those less
fortunate. At First UMC it becomes a total church
effort; United Methodist Women, Sunday School
classes, United Methodist Youth Fellowship, Choir,
Boy Scouts, and others come together to prepare and
serve dinners, lunches, and others activities.
Children often decorate placemats for use during the
evening meals. It is truly a blessing, and there is
room for all to share in the Lord’s work.

So how can I help? Look for the sign up sheets in the
Narthex beginning in late October. Each evening we
need the following:

Journey Through Your Grief

Death is a fact of life. Death puts life in context and
gives meaning to human existence. Yet, too often in
our society, death is a subject to be evaded, ignored,
and even denied. To lose your spouse is to lose a
part of yourself. It is only natural to mourn such a
loss. In the articles I've written previously, I've tried
to tell you what grief is and some ways to work
through it.

You, and those around you, have to give yourself
permission to mourn. Everyone does it differently
and in a different timeline. There is no “one size fits
all” when it come to grieving. There are phases of
grief and tasks of mourning that each person has to
go through. It is never ending. It never gets easy, but
it does get easier. You will always feel the loss of
your loved one.

There seems to be endless and sometimes urgent
details to take care of. There are personal
adjustments you have to make, and fears you must
tame. You have to find a way to say goodbye to your
loved one, and to remind your family and friends
that it’s all right to mention their name and your
lives together. There are worries about your own
health, the intimacy that you shared with your
spouse, and a million other things that want to
control your life now instead of you. Even your faith
may be affected. You have to learn tasks that your
spouse took care of. You have to learn to take control
of your resources, household management and
financial needs that seem to control your being. Do
you get a job? Do you change careers? Do you
continue your education? There are so many
questions, worries, and decisions to be made that if
can be mind-stopping.

So what should you do? You can talk to your pastor,
doctor a therapist, or join a support group with
others who know almost exactly how you feel.

I am starting such a support group in January for
those persons widowed for less than 3 years. We will
meet for six weeks in the Parlor on Tuesdays at 7:00
p-m. for about 2 hours. Two trained support group
leaders will discuss with us the many faces of grief
that I usually write about in the “Journey Through
Grief” articles. I am extending the invitation to the
other local churches, as well as our own, to meet the
needs that the newly widowed find themselves in
after losing a spouse. I have trained for this. This is a
gift that God has given me and told me to continue
to use to help others through the grief and loss that I
had suffered. If someone you know, or yourself need
this help, please take advantage of it.

The Appalachia Service Project

Next summer, First UMC youth and adults hope to
participate in the Appalachia Service Project (ASP).
ASP is a Christian ministry, open to all persons, that
fosters human development by addressing the
housing needs of Central Appalachia. Each year
through this ministry, about 15,000 volunteers repair
homes for 400-500 low-income families in rural areas
of Central Appalachia.

The goal of ASP is to make homes warmer, safer and
drier for families in need. Home repairs made can
take place from the ground up to the roof, and
everywhere in-between. Typical repairs include
repairing roofs, building room additions, providing
wheelchair ramps, installing or repairing plumbing,

updating unsafe wiring, securing foundations,
digging drainage ditches, constructing porches and
steps, installing insulation and siding, and
weatherizing homes. ASP even provides first-time
electricity and indoor plumbing for multiple families
each year.

The majority of volunteers are high-school-aged
youth (14 or older), who perform most of the repairs
themselves under the watchful eyes and guidance of
adult leaders. Since 1969, more than 12,500 homes
have been repaired with the assistance of more than
240,000 volunteers.

But ASP is more than just a home repair program.
Through this process of service many lives are
changed—those of the families being served, the
volunteers serving, and the staff facilitating the
process. Often the experience serves to enlighten
everyone that the differences between us are only
perceived—deep down we all want to be loved, to
belong, to own something, and to create something
worthwhile—no matter where we live, our economic
status, education, or ethnic identity. No one walks
away from the ASP experience unchanged—not
families served, volunteers, or staff.

Members of First UMC met in September to begin
planning for our participation in this mission project.
We have submitted our application and will be
notified in December as to whether we received the
dates requested. Watch for more information in
eRevelationand Revelationslf you are interested or
want more information, contact Ann Marie Miller,
Becky Boeckman, Dale Boeckman, or Pastor Chris.

Through Angel Tree, children of prison inmates are
able to receive Christmas gifts from their parents,
who would otherwise have no means of sending
them. We usually receive the names of 12 children
(about 5 families) from the local area.

First UMC has participated in Angel Tree for some
years now and has helped to provide gifts and food
to these families, as well as sharing the gospel by
providing age-appropriate Bibles for the children.
While delivering gifts to these families, we have
experienced first hand the joy that some of them
receive in knowing that God loves them so much
and that he is working through others to meet their
needs. The inmates themselves are also blessed in
knowing that God loves them so much that he has
provided a way for them to demonstrate their love
by helping them provide gifts at Christmas to their
children on the outside.

So, you might ask, “How can I help?” We need
people to volunteer to buy gifts for the individual
children. On the weekend of November 25, we will

place a tree in the Narthex with paper “angels” on it.

Each “angel” will have the name and gift ideas for
one of the children. We encourage members of the
congregation to take an “angel,” buy the gift, and

bring it to church unwrapped before December 16th.

We wrap the gifts at the church and deliver them to
the family the week of December 17-21.

First UMC has also collected turkey and other
trimmings in order to create a food basket for each
family. For this, we need donations of turkeys and
food in order to create these baskets.

As with each of the five main purposes of First UMC,
evangelism is seen in the overall church purpose
statement—to spread the Good News of the Gospel
so that others may come to salvation through
grace—and has a more specific purpose statement
for the team:

To spread the good news of the gospel throughout our

community. We will show nonbelievers the
compassion and forgiveness of God and tell them the
promise of His Son, Jesus the Christ, with the hope
that all nonbelievers will enter into a personal

relationship with Christ and accept the gift of

salvation. We will emphasize reaching out to those in
a physical, emotional or spiritual crisis. We will

actively encourage inactive members to become more

completely involved in the work of the church.

As you can see, it's not only a big statement, it's a big
job. But you might wonder what exactly does the
evangelism team d@ Like many of our purposes, the
core team coordinates many activities with many
volunteers who may not even realize that they're
operating under the “evangelism” umbrella.

One large component is traditional outreach work,
the underlying purpose of which is to spread the
Gospel by showing the love of Christ. First UMC'’s
relationships with Laurel Advocacy and Referral
Services (LARS), Elizabeth House, and Laurel
Pregnancy Center (LPC) are all part of our outreach.
In addition, First UMC supports LARS by organizing
the annual Turkey Trot 5K and 1 mile Fun Walk. See
page 4 for more about this event, including where to
sign up and how you can help.

One of the most visible, hands-on parts of our
ministry to the community is the Winter Haven
shelter. See the article on page 5 for more about
Winter Haven. This is another ministry that requires
the support of many people, particularly for
overnight duty, but that is also extremely rewarding.

As you would expect, outreach also includes mission
trips and our efforts with Prison Fellowship, which
includes Waxter Children’s Correctional Center and
Angel Tree. Read more about Angel Tree on page 7
of this issue of Revelations
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The evangelism team also has a number of activities
to make the Gospel more directly available. This
includes working closely with the multimedia and
technology teams to make sermons available on-line
and on tapes or CDs. The team works closely with
the communications team to make welcome packets
available to First UMC visitors, make information
available at the welcome table in the Narthex,

UMC, but have been recently absent. Although this
is a developing area, we hope to be able to provide a
safety net to those who are experiencing difficulty in
getting to First UMC or who are having some other
personal difficulty.

As you can see, there are many parts and many
people involved in evangelism at First UMC, many

provide a personal follow-up with First UMC
visitors, and coordinate the outreach worship
services First UMC provides monthly at Mariner's,
Morningside, and Holy Cross Rehabilitation Center.

Finally, members of this team try to contact our
brothers and sisters who have been attending First
